Mrs Mattle Wlute Tells- De-
tectives That on Afternoon
of Killing She Saw Negro
in Factory. -

Leo M. .Frank .will probably be the’
“first witness to take the stand in tha.
Mary Phagan . murder inquest to be
resumed thls morning at 9:30 o'clock .
. in police hedadaquarters. He wiil be éx-
“amincd thoroughly along lfnes whien
neither’ the- ¢hler of daoteclives, eor-
oner nor sgolicitor general witl dis-
close,’ -

He wars resting comfortably at mid-
night, and, according to reports from
the Tower in which he is Imprisoned,
he is In (it condillon to undergo the
orddal. In the first inlerrogation tw
which ho was subjected, he wns on
the stand for a trifle more than six
hours, It 18 not thought that the ex-
aminotion today wiil last that long.

Headguarters was glven a surprise
yesterday afternoon with the report
brought back by Dotectlves Rosger anld
Haslett, who were sent early in the
afternoon to Interview Mrs, Mattie
White, wife.of Arthur White, the me-
chanle who was in the pencil tactory
during the time Mary Phagan enterad
the building to.draw her pay snvelopu.

Saw Negro In Faetory,

Mra, White stated that she went to
the plant to*see her husband shortly
boforo 1 o’cleck, and that ns sho camo
downstalrs a few minutes later, she
notleed a stalwart, black negro, sitling
on a box on the first floor only a few
feet from the clevator. 1le was seated
in the shadow of the stalremse, and
was almost out of view.

This Is the first time sho has told
of secelng the negro. It alse 18 the
first time it has been revealed that a
negro was in.the bullding between the
hours of 12 noon ard 4 o'clock, the
fatal afternoon, Mrs., Whita told the
slenths that shoe did not recollect the
fncident at first.

Her statement - was  written and
placed on record at headquarters, She
will bo summoned to the Inguest. Her
residenco Is at 88 Bonale Brae ave-
nue, whero sheo hns reslded seversl
years,

“'he nepro was a big man,” she
safd to Haslett and Rosser, "and was
apparently too well-dressed to be 0
workman. He was sitting on a’ box
lu tho shadows of the stalrway, and
gazing intently at the elevator shaft:
T thought nothihg of his presence, and
hurried on out of the bullding, I don't
kuow whethor or not I will he able
te fdentity him, I possibly could,
though' .

Searching for Greek,

Detcetives are  searching for a

voung Greek, who 18 supposed to have
disappeared the day the body was dis-
covered. He was an attache of the
.ca{ﬁ adjohilng the peneil factory, a
popular establishment with glrl em-
i ployees of the plant, 8t which many
cof whom ate thete lunches.
. Chief Lanford stated that when clty
detectivesy, ; followiny  cluos they. hed
obtained from girlg of the factory,
sought to Interview him, they found
him missing, Later, It was reported
that he was In Annlston, Ala., in which
city Pinkerton men arc mgking a
gearch. 1o way employed asg n walter
at the cafe, and had been In Amerleca
for & good many yenrs. The offlcers
will not give his name.

The theory, on which susplcion is al-
rectcl toward the Greek, s that the
girl was murdered on the outside of
the factory building, probably in the
alley way facing Madison avenue, and
that her body was carrled into the
basement through the rear door which
was hroken open.

It {5 advanced, teo, that the slayer
wag In love with his victim, and that
the deed was ingpired by insane jeal-
ousy,

Added cnergy was injected into the
seaveh for the migsing Greek at dusk
Wednesday, whoen W. T. Hunter, a
youth llving at 260 Grant.street, came
te police headquariers and told Chiet
Fanford a story of a scenc he had wit-
nessed at 3:30 o'clock on the Sunday
morning the body was found.

Hunter told of the appearance of
three Greeks In a club at Brond and
Iunter strests at 8:30 o'clock the
Sunday mornllig bf the discovery, One
of the trlo, ho sald, carried s myst-
rions package under his arm, ohviously
containing clothing, Al threc. upon
entoring the ¢lub, went into the wash.
room, where they cleaned thelr faces
and handsg, Deteetives have been de-
tatled to lonk for the three Greeks
answering Hunter's deseriptions,

Porsdy Talky With Lee,

Solicltor General Dorsey  held a
lengthy interview with Newt Lee in
the Teower Wednesday afterncon, It
was the flrst oppertunity he had galn-
ed to talk with the suspect, He would
not dlvulge the result nor lell of
the Iines along which the negro was
quizzed.  Tmmnedlotely ‘aftor leaving
the fall, Mr. Dorsoy hurrled away In
an automaobilo.
