BY FRANK'S LAWYER

Chief Lanford Declares H. B.
Pierce Has Not Kept Faith
With His Department.

Harry Bcotlt, the Pinkerton dotective
who planned the third degres which
exacted the confession from Jim Cou-
Jey, the negre sweeper, has been sum-
moned by the defense in the-coming
rank trial.

He wns' sorved with a subpoenn yes-
terday from Frank's counsol, At polico
fiendquayters In the afternoon ho ex-
pressed belief that Chief Lanford, De-
tective John Black and othoers con-
nected with the t(hird degreo which
gnined the negro's adiiasion  would
also ba guminoned by tho dofense,

Frank’s attorneys would make no
cemment upon this move. Chief Lan-
ford and his men, however, say thoy
have not yet received auch summons.

In o longthy interview Saturday aft-
ernoon, Chief Lanford denounced If,
B. Pierco, general suporintendent of
the Atlanta Plnkerton forees, for al-
leged questionable procedure in ihe
Phagan Investigation. When appilea-
tion was ftled for permission to estub.
fish a branch in. Allanta, Lanford
states thut it was on condition that
the Pinkertons work in harmony with
pollco hondquarters that tho vight was
granted,

“The promiso has been kept by all
but Plerce,” the datective head do-
clarod. -Ho also Intimated that the po.
lice board will be requcated to tuko
action.

“Dotoctive ﬁcott hns carried ont his
contract with "the police department,”
sald Lanford, “and has turned over {o
uf all ovidenco ha and tho men under
his dircct supepvision have obtained,
During his abisence from the city rve-
cently, however, o bloady stlok was
found in tho pencil factory, along with
an envolope supposed to have been
Mary Phagan's,

“Nefthor of thesé .was turned over
to the police, but their dircovery was
kept a secoret whilo they rested in the
hands of the defense, The finding of
these clues, I &m forced to prosume,
waa dono at the direction of Pierce.
Ilia action In Keeping thom soecrol Is
an open breach of faith.”

Lanford also atrongly hinted of
planted ovidenco in both the dlscovery
of the envelopo and biludgeon.
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
