“2, . Have you any prejudice or

hias resung on your mind cither for

"or agalnst the prlsoner at the bar?”

“3, Is youp, mind perfectly im-
partlal between the atate and the
ﬂccuucd?”

1f the proapective juror shall an-
#wer question No. 3 in the affirma-
tive, and No. 1 and No, 2 In the nega-

i tive, he shall he adjudged and held o

compelent Juror in all cases where
the offenge does not involve the life
of the accused; but when It daes in-
volve the lite of the accused, the fol-
towing additiona] question uhnll ho put
to him:

Mny Question Amnvern.

“4, Aro you consclentiously op-
posed to capltdl punlshimoent?” It he
ghall anawer this question in the neg-
ative, he shall be held a competent
Juror, according to the code, always
subject to the provision that the atate
or tho dofensae ghall have the vight to
Introduce evidepce before the judge to
rhow that the answers or any of them,
are untyue,

It ghall be the Auty of the judge
to-pass upon the truth of such ane
swerg A8 nay- he questloned. If @
juror shall answeyp any of these quess
tions 50 ag to render him incompetent,
or if he shall be found lncompotenl
by the Judge, ho ahall be set aslde
for cnuse,

It tound meompetent and not chal-
Jenged peremptorily: by the state, a
auror shall be sworn. in unless chal«
letiged by the defense,
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
