More witnesses wero examined
Thursday than on any day since the
trial of Leo M. Frank began.

1owever, there was little adduced
from the testimony that wns of strik-
fng interest or that savored of tho
dramatic.

For the most part the day wus
taken up with character witnesses—
men who have kuown Frank for ycars
and who have volunteered to swear to
his good character,

The only incident of the day that
was in any way dramatic came at tho
morning sesslon, when Solicitor Dor-
gey asked that Mrs. I}ae Frank and
Mrs. Leo Frank, mother and wife of
the defendant, be removed from the
;court room. This was the result of
the passionate outburst of Mrs. Rae
Frank tho day previous. Judge Roan
gave warning that there must be no
more such démonstratious,
LOYALTY oOF
OLD FRIENDS.

The feature of the day was the loy-
alty with which Frank's classmates
and instructors at Cornell universily
flocked to his ald In his time of
trouble. Several of them had not seca
him since he was a beardless youth.
Around him hovered the memories of
othier and happier days before the real
business of life, leading into strange
and untrfed paths, had begun. They
remembered him in the first flush of
young manhood,

How different the scenc yesterday!
They saw him the center of a gaping
crowd—the observed of all observers
—a man charged with an awful erfline.

But that mattered Httle to them.
The span of intervening years was
forgotten. Ho was the Leo Frank of
other days—qulet, studlous, retiring.
He was their rrien‘d; and no matter
what opinlon the casual spectator
might cntertain of the guilt or inno.
cence of the man, this one touch of
human sympathy of man for man—
quiet, unobtrusive and for that very
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redson slogquent--was pot without its
appeal.

The sordid surroundings lost some
of thelr grininess a8 witniess and pris-
oner gripped hands sllently or spoke
the few sinple words  of  groeting,
Prtween fricnds--real friends—- what
i» more eloquent than  the  sfmple
hitnd-clasp and  the  level look that
geems Lo sar:  “God bless you!"
