Police, Dorsey Tries to Prove

With the introduction of W. D. Mac-
Worth, the Pinkerton dotective whd
discovered tho blood spots on the first
floor near the trap door and the bloody
club and pay envelope nearby, came
tho verification of a rumor that the
prosecution would try to show an at.
tempt on tho part of the Plnkertons
in the omployea of the Natlonal Pen-
efl factory to double-cross the polico.
This came when Dorsey sought to
prove that the Plnkertons had trled
to concoal from the police the fa~ct
of the discovery of the club, picce of
‘buggy whip and the pay onvelope.

“Your honor, 1 expect to ghow that
on May 17, two days after the find-
ing of the alleged pay envelope, Mac-
Worth and Whitefield, Pinkerton men,
wen to the Colemans and showed
them the envelopo with a '6, on it, and
that the Colemans then called thelr
attention to the fact that Mavy Pha-
gan was (dque but $1.20 on the day of
the murder.”

Rosser Lnmediately objected. Dor-
sey gtated that ho wanted to show
that the head of the Pinkortons had
instructed hils men with regard to the
evidence they should divulge to the
police. Rosser, he pointoed out, had
represented that thoe Plnkertons and
the police had *“gona down the road
arm in arm.” Dorsey proposed to the
judge to show that such was not at
all the case, but thar, on tho con-
trary, the DPinkertons had withheld
valuable information from the police.
A hot argmment ensuted hotweon Dor-
sey and Rosser, and tho Jury was

sent out of the courtroom untll it
Iind ended.
