The letter was signed Harry L. Bond, 
ns president of the company, and was 
In reply to a lett.-r from :\Ir. Chambers 
n-sklng !or prices on material for the 
waterworks department. 

:\[r. Chambers snld that he Celt quite 
certain that the city or Atlanllt, aR well 
ns th<' state of Georgia, could continue 
to exist without any further commer­
cial relations with the Boston concern.
