Whitfield held the distinction 
of ha\·ini.: apprehended more bank 
robbers than any member of the 
Burns agency. He was regarded as 
an expert in solving forgery and 
bad check cases. In May last year 
he was made a special investiga­
tor for the Georgia Bureau of In· 
vestii.:ation in cl;arge of bank 
cases. 

He served as president ol· the 
Georgia Singing Convention in 
1930. He was a Shriner, Knight 
Templar and a deacon in Kenne­
saw Baptist church.
