•riers' needs, that will terminate tfc«
iproceeding-. If, however, it should be
•decided that present revenues of tn.e
railroads are not adequate, the second
question, "if not, what general course
may carriers pursue to meet the situa-
tion?" will be argued, -perhaps at a
later time.

The real profolem before the commis-
