Mexico ClIty, Tuly 22— That an armig-
tice .between the govermtnent and tha
constitutionalists was signed tonrlght
and thal hostilities will be suspended
at onece throughout the republic was
the statement given oot tonight by
General Eduardo Iturbide, zgovernor of
‘the federal district, in the pame aof
President Carbajal

Governer Iturbide added that the
peace negotiations will be advanced
lipon a basis of giving fall muarantees
to everyhody,

For & General Amoesty,

It understpod General Carranza
has aureed ta a general amnesty, the
rhief point for which Provisional Pres-
ident Francisco Carbajal has been con-
tendinge.

The 300 men in the advance guard
of General Alvare Obregon's 8,000 con-
stitutionalists are at Tula. an hour's
ride from the eapital, and the remuin-
-der aof this army ls near Queretaro,
120 miles 1o the north, whare it s
assemdbling for 2 peaceful advance on
Mexlea Clty,

General Obregen. g sinunah sup-
porter of Generaj Venustiano Carran-
A, probably will he the [irst sronsti-
tutienalist commander to arrive here,
and his force s believed to he suf-
ficlent to insure tha capltal against
international digsorder or attacks by
bandlts cow active in the south,

Huerin Congress Deond.

The impression prevails here that the
Fluertn congress wlll not meat ARAKInN
and that the next session in the cham-
ber wof deputles will he that of the
members of the Madero congress. gis-
dolved by Huerta lust October.

A majocliy of the Madere CENEress.
men are here awalting the sareclon of
General Carranza io re-assemhble and
elect a provistonal president 1o suc-
ceed Carbajal and hold offlee until
general election,

Dissolutien of the Huerta LOH]:’!"QKS
is consldereg tnnecessary, as the term
of office of the Madero rENgréssman
will not terminate until September 1y,
next. It s prebable that ihe old con.
gress will proceed as thaugh its de-
liberaztony never had been interrupted

Capital s Qniet.

In spite of flghting during the iasc
fow d.ns betwFen the federals, support-
ed Ly the capital police. and the rebal
ands which have been attacking the
small towna just south of Mexico City,
the c¢zpital apparently is undisturbeg
Theaters and cafes are thronged and
the streets crowded. Banks are open
and buliding operations are gaing on
uninterruptedly Citizens appear to
ferl confident that the revolution is
over and that the transfer of authority
m=erely 1s a guestion of detail. .

Hucrta’s last aet before he embark-
ed at Puertn Mexlco wvesterday tended
te si{rengthen this feellng. ‘The for-
maer letator telegraphed te the gov-
ernors of the variopus states under fed-
vral conirel urging them to recognize
Provisional President Carbajal and to
give him every ald In terminating
higodshed. This advice will be fol-
lowed generally, it is belleved.

" Huerta General Revolta,

General Antonle Rojas, a former rev-
ciutionary lesder who later became a
federal chief. revalted today witk 200
men of the federal troops stationed at
Tacnbaya, & suburbk of the capital. The
military authorities at once dispatcehed
a detachment of the 19th regbment in
purauit. Iojas and his men were over-
taken in the Santa e hills and com-
pieleh routed.

$610,000,000, broke all previous records In
nistory. A little more tban half of this tlde
of gold thmt flowed into the United States
came from— ‘

Great Britain.
ern states.

Further figtres from the same source
emphasize the dominance of cotton, and
theretore of the sovuth, in the nation’s fingn-
cial line of defegse and its close relation to
Great Britain. The total domestic experts
were valued at $2,320.731,884. To this vast
sum, cotion proper contributed $610,000,000
and cotton seed ofl $13,788,213. The total
. value of exporis was about $38,000,000 more
than in 1513. Cotton cxports in the period
were of record proportions. ‘That means
that cotton was responsible for the graat in-.
grease in value of exports. .

The “cotton comes from the south, and
most of it goes to Great Britain.

Now, then—

A few weeka ago the jingoes, including
some particularly vicious spécimeus in the
south, were ranting thelr heads off about
Panama canal tolls and exhausting evary
mean and reckiess device to involve us in
trouble with Great Britnin. We were told in
all the varieties of vile invective that Eng-
ijand was making arrogant demands in the
matter of equal treatment i{n canal tollg,
 when &l England was asking was the mero
redemption of a aclemn treaty promise.  In-
sult was piled upon everything English. The
president was subjected to affromt 1o red-
headed extras. It wasn't the fault of the
jingoes hereabouts that we ware pot in-
volved in war with Great Britain. Fortu-
pately, statesmanship and honer prevailed,
and the controversy was settled simply by
the United States practicing commen hon-
esty and redeeming a plain pledge.

The whole
country, as a matter of fact, is debtor to
cotton, since cotton is the one item that
keeps the international trade balance on our
side of the ledger. But the south specifically
ig, or should be, under bond to keep the
peace, or at least to maintain sanity, where
England is concerced. Tt is the south that
profits from the overwhelming propoertion of
tha meney England sends here in exchange
for ecotten. To literally hunt for trouhble
with Great Britain Is similar to a great man-
ufacturing plant going cut and slapping the
face of ita best customer without provoca.
tion.
