“Lawful and earnest peopls™ sald
Dr Ogden, “fapnnet help but he 1m-
presgsed with the sanctity of truth, (o
ipoking upon the reveiations of recent
da¥s 1n connectlon with this great case
The mrost stupid ahd careless can Bag
the lesson that is to be learned It is
time that thoughrful people consider.
ithe sanctity of truth and do not trifle
too long ™

Truth, the Real Tssme,

After touchbing upon the irresponsi-
bla press, Dr QOgden divided his ser-
mon inte three thoughts, the first of
which developed the use of the oath as
a buttress of truth ‘' The real issue” he
said, “is mot the numhber of ocaths but
truth The oath is used merety to
make meh consgider and be careful
in the statements they make It lIs
te make meh realze that they are
speaking in the very presence of God
Himasaelf ™

Dr Ogden outlined the Biblical his-
tery and meaning of the word nath

The second thought brought out was
the necessity of every man so holding
the sanciity of truth za to make his
words what Christ would have hlm
muke them, namely ‘Let your yea
be yea and your nay, nay” “That isg’™
sad Dr Ogden *iIst your word be as
good ad your oath ™

*"YWhen a man beging his remarks by
saying “T'o tell you the truth,” ‘frankly’
or *without reservation’” = continued Dr
Ogden, ‘I look upon that man wlth
